Soundscapes (post-rock, noise drenched, percussive
based, loops) form with baritone saxophone, sousaphone, guitar, piano, keyboards,
moog, and more, mixed with THE BODY's typical stripped down live arsenal of drums,
guitars, and vocals. A post-rock interlude leads to pounding distortion and inhuman
wails.Songs drop in and out going from quieter moments of drum machine fueled
rhythms with looped audio tracks to full out pissed off dirge. Finally closing the album
is the 14-minute "Lathspell | Name You." Slow heavy builds lead to distorted chaos.
Distorted chaos drops back to heavy builds. All of it drops out and leads to multi
percussive blows with hints of noise always on top leading to Dubin-style screams with
haunting harmonies and crashing cymbals. The story is about to end and it isn't going
to be pretty.
